RESILIENCE OF SOCIAL SYSTEMS IN CRISIS STATES

Introduction. The relevance of the article is due to the need to research the methodology of forming
collective resilience as a resource for the restoration and growth of social systems in crisis situations.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to substantiate the interdependence of interactive processes of
resilience formation at the level of individuals, families and communities; analysis of the methods of its
formation at the macro level in crisis situations. During the preparation of the scientific article, a number of
general scientific and special methods were used. The dialectical method as a general method of scientific
knowledge made it possible to consider the issue of interdependence of the processes of resilience formation at
the level of individuals, families and communities, to investigate the peculiarities of the formation of resilience
of social systems in crisis situations.

Methods. Such general scientific methods as observation, comparison, description, classification
contributed to the definition and systematization of domestic and foreign experience regarding methods of
forming collective resilience in crisis situations. Methods of analysis and synthesis were used to formulate
conclusions and generalizations in the context of the subject of research.

Originality. During the theoretical study, the interdependence of the formation of stability at the micro-,
meso-, and macro-levels was established. It has been established that the theoretical base of the study of
sustainability at the individual-personal level is quite adequate for conducting similar studies at the level of
social systems and management systems. In particular, the use of the term "sustainability" is appropriate in
the study of problems of adaptation and development of social management systems, especially in crisis
situations. At the same time, it is necessary to take into account, on the one hand, the stability of the subject of
management, and on the other hand, the stability of the object of management. It was found that the concept of
sustainability at the individual level is transferred to society, social systems that are managed or self-
organized. In particular, it is appropriate to use it against the background of the theory of social management,
when studying the problems of adaptation and development of social management systems, especially in crisis
situations. At the same time, one should take into account, on the one hand, the stability of the subject of
management, and on the other, the stability of the object of management, necessarily taking into account the
partial informal self-organization of the latter. The well-founded advantages of the R4S methodical approach,
in particular, the ease of adaptation to any socio-economic system. The psychological strategies of forming the
stability of the social system in the conditions of martial law are analyzed.

Conclusion. It was concluded that the processes of forming and managing the resilience of social
systems are configured to fulfill two tasks. First, to promote the formation of resilience at the micro- and meso-
levels. Secondly, to promote adaptation, restoration and development of the social system itself. The choice of
certain strategies for building the resilience of the social system in crisis situations, a type of which is war, is
determined by the degree of involvement in these events, the depth of their perception and experience, losses,
the level of subjective well-being and social activity, the desire for socio-psychological transformations, a
critical assessment power, access to information and the peculiarities of the use of media practices, the
development of reflexive processes, the system of values, the circumstances of life. Prospective areas of
resilience research are the development of complex programs for its formation in the state, private and
business sectors, all levels of government, local self-government, communities, individual personalities, etc.
