TRANSFORMATION OF THE SELF-CONCEPT OF PERSONALITY:
COGNITIVE ASPECT
Introduction. The transitivity of society objectively determines the actualization of the irrational context of
political consciousness in the form of myths, archetypes, ideological preferences, value orientations, which are
reflected in significant attitudes, stereotypes of social consciousness and self-awareness of the personality of a
political actor. The war, as a prolonged, non-normative crisis of being, caused many changes (personal, activity,
outlook, etc.) of the actor's personality, which are reflected in specific manifestations of his individuality and at
the same time express his impersonality, as an urgent need to adapt to political necessity.
The aim of this article is the analysis of the cognitive component of the self-concept of a citizen's
personality as determinants of its transformation.
Results. The transformation of a citizen's personality takes place in two directions: the formation and
assimilation of external and internal means of political activity. As a result of this, the actor's ideas about himself
and the self-evaluation of his own ideas are formed, that is, the citizen's self-concept, as an "image of myself" and
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self-evaluation, is formed. Such ideas mostly take the form of attitudes. The cognitive component of an
individual's self-concept, i.e. knowledge and perception of oneself as a political actor, is determined by the
typical patterns of one's political behavior, the selectivity of one's perception, understanding and understanding
of politics.

It is mainly about understanding the truth, political information; awareness and interpretation of one's
conditions in the process of making an acceptable decision, etc. The understanding of political reality is
determined by the irrational and rational components of political self-awareness, and therefore manifests itself in
myths, ideas (fantastic, prognostic, even utopian) in such a way as to integrate the personal existence of an
individual with the socially significant facts of society.

The development and formation of the self-concept of the individual, the so-called average citizen (in
contrast to professional politicians, or those specialists - advisers, experts, etc., who intellectually accompany
professional politicians), is determined by the fundamental features of the interaction of the individual with the
environment, which produces the determining determinants of integration individuals in the social and political
space.

The cognitive component of the self-concept of an individual is manifested in knowledge, meanings, and
ideas, which are subjectively important, because in the process of understanding political reality, information
about the object of knowledge that is personally identified by the actor is exposed to awareness. Depending on
the type of political activity, the actor can distinguish several objects of understanding from the same political
situation. In this way, an individual subjective political information space is formed. Therefore, the actor's study
of this or that policy object increases the amount of information about it that is subject to understanding, and
determines the specificity of the process and results of understanding. Therefore, knowledge of political reality
and self-knowledge of an individual in politics with objectivity is quite relative.

The cognitive component of the self-concept of an individual as the process and result of producing new
knowledge about oneself occurs in situations of comparing new impressions of politics with existing knowledge;
integration of empirical and theoretical knowledge, i.e. integration of information regarding the object of
understanding; production of personally determined and/or operational knowledge.

Conclusions. The content of the cognitive component of the self-concept of an individual refers to the
differentiation and integration of substantive, procedural knowledge, subjective and objective representations of
knowledge in the individual's self-awareness. Personally significant situations of interaction of the actor with the
object of knowledge are imprinted in his life activities and make up his past individual experience. The fact of
establishing a connection between isolated facts of subjectively determined political reality, combining them in a
certain way into a coherent information construct, i.e. obtaining a personally determined informational whole
(concept of reality, personal position, etc.) is the essence of the process of understanding, self-understanding.
