Introduction. Motivation is the basis of any activity, as it contains the mechanism of personal activity and
interest in the activity. Motivation is usually defined as the process of motivating oneself and others to act in order to
achieve a goal. It is from the point of view of motivation that we can talk about the individual's orientation towards
satisfying his or her own needs and demands, towards forming activity in activities, and towards determining his or
her own life orientation. Today, there is no unanimity of opinion either in understanding the essence of motivation
or in understanding the relationship between motivation and motive, and one of the main problems in this area of
psychology is still the problem of defining the main categories.: motive, motivation, motivational sphere.

Methods. content analysis, comparison, generalisation, systematisation.

Originality. Motivation is also interpreted as the process of determining the activity of humans and animals,
the formation of an incentive to act or work. Motivation is associated with needs and motives, a person's worldview
and peculiarities of his or her perceptions of themselves, personal characteristics and functional states, experiences,
knowledge of the environment and forecasts of its change, expected consequences and assessments of other people.
Motivation is also seen as a complex, contradictory, continuous and dialogical process by its nature, which is a
complex social and psychological formation - it is a subjective-objective, personal-social, continuous process of
internal (change in the hierarchy of motives) and external changes (other ways of realising a motive), the deep
content and nature of which are determined by the experience of a person's social life, the system of social relations.
Motivation explains the purposefulness of action, organisation and sustainability of holistic activity and is defined
as an inducement to act by a certain motive. However, despite the variety of approaches, motivation is understood
by most authors as a system of motives that cause the activity of the body, determine the direction of human
behaviour and activity, as well as a set of conscious and unconscious psychologically heterogeneous factors that
encourage an individual to perform certain actions and determine their direction and goals.

Conclusion. Thus, there is no generally accepted, unified, fully satisfactory classification of motives and its
hierarchical structure today. Researchers have different understandings of what a motive is, and, moreover, they
initially have different scientific approaches to solving this problem. However, a general systematic view of the
human motivational sphere allows researchers to classify motives, but the grounds for these classifications are
different. The only thing that needs to be taken into account in these approaches is the extent to which they do not
contradict the essence of the motive and its genesis. It should also be noted that the most important grounds for
determining the type of a particular motive and its place in the structure of motivation are personal conditionality,
modality sign, place in the hierarchy of motives, and connection with actual needs and content of activity.
