PSYCHOLOGICAL READINESS OF INTERNATIONAL LEGION MILITARY PERSONNEL
FOR COMBAT OPERATIONS: DIAGNOSTICS OF ATTITUDES AND MOTIVATION SYSTEM

Introduction. Today, in psychological science, the issue of developing the adaptive abilities of individuals to
extreme life conditions is particularly relevant. Adaptability to stress is a critical indicator of military personnel's
psychological readiness to conduct actions under combat conditions. Psychological training of military
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personnel for activities in extreme (combat) conditions implies developing psychological resilience — a capacity
to maintain concentration, motivation, and decisiveness during stress. The question of psychological readiness of
servicemen for combat activity has been widely explored in both international and domestic psychological
research. Analysis of the phenomenon of psychological readiness for activity in extreme circumstances revealed
its complexity, multidimensionality, and ambiguous interpretations.

Purpose: The aim of our study is to analyze the results of psychodiagnostic examination of emotional
attitudes and motives as indicators of psychological readiness of international legion soldiers for activities under
extreme (combat) conditions.

Methods. To study the emotional attitudes of investigated servicemen towards various aspects of reality and
their hidden motivations, we applied the Method of Color Metaphors. A modified version of this projective
technique allows accomplishing the following objectives: identifying sincere and concealed actual motives of
legionnaires that are protected from insincerity;, diagnosing genuine perceptions and experiences, hidden
feelings, and intentions; measuring both conscious and subconscious attitudes towards current events, oneself,
other people, and various kinds of activities; determining the nature of motivation for their activity and the
strength of different needs. The Method of Color Metaphors was adapted specifically for the sample of
international legion servicemen, incorporating concepts related directly to their professional activities and
reflecting basic needs, life values, and emotional experiences of legionnaires.

Originality. In the empirical research, the system of emotional attitudes and motives of legionnaire
servicemen was diagnosed using a modified version of the projective color metaphor technique. The analysis of
results demonstrated that the highest averaged rating scorves and highest ranks were assigned to the following
concepts: "How I want to be", "My Career,” "Honesty," "Trust," "Victory," "Confidence,” "Army," "Legion,"”
"Heroism," and "My present.” This indicates positive attitudes of servicemen towards these concepts, signifying
their confidence in their own capabilities, aspirations for self-actualization, and readiness for military service
within the international legion.

The largest group of concepts selected by servicemen is marked with the color green, symbolic of striving
for recognition, confidence, protection, and perseverance. The key concept "My Future" was also marked green
and associated with concepts such as "Legion," "Army," "Work," "Training Ground,” and "Soldier," indicating
legionnaires' strong intent to link their future with military service.

Analysis of the colors that legionnaires assigned to core concepts related to their professional activities
showed that the respondents had similar emotional attitudes toward certain groups of concepts. Similar color
interpretations, and thus similar emotional attitudes and associative representations, were found for the following
concept groups: 1) "Enemy," "Aggressor," and "War"; 2) "Soldier," "Legion,” "Army," and "Training Ground", 3)
"Combat readiness," "Stress resilience,” and "Psychological hardiness.”

Conclusion. Psychodiagnostic examination of adaptive states is highly significant both for psychologically
preparing military personnel for activities in extreme situations and for psychological support during these
activities. The colour metaphor methodology, adapted to a sample of servicemen from the International Legion,
enabled diagnosing the specifics of emotional attitudes and motivations of these military personnel. The study
identified a clear inclination among Legionnaires to associate their future with military service and demonstrated
their psychological readiness for military activities within the International Legion.
